Females: Solid Colored leotard in the following styles:
 Levels Tiny Dancers, I & II: Tanks, short or long sleeve.
 Levels Junior Elite III, IV & Elite: Camisole, tank, short or 
 long sleeve.
 Tights:  Ballet - footed pink
  Jazz/Tap - footed pink or tan
**Absolutely NO leotards with attached skirts, tutus, ruffl es or 
    frills, NO SHORTS OR PANTS ALLOWED IN CLASS!

Males: Black shorts or jazz pants.  White plain t-shirt.
Modern:  Loose fi tted clothing, bare feet
Hip Hop:  Loose fi tted clothing, “studio” sneakers.  Sneakers worn 
 outside the studio will not be allowed on the dance fl oor.

All females must have their hair pulled back and secured for all 
classes, with the exception of Modern & Hip Hop.
